


WHAT'S THE DRILL
ARE YOU ELIGIBLE?

Have you got what it takes to be New Zealand’s next top apprentice?
Any carpentry apprentice can enter, but you need to be:

e 26 years old or younger on 31 December 2010

e Currently employed by a building firm or a builder at the time of the

regional competition being judged. If you've lost your job because of

the market downturn, the judges may still consider your application,

if you support it with a reference from your old boss.
You'll also need to have:

e Completed at least two years of your National Certificate in
Carpentry on-site or have finished your apprenticeship during the

start of 2010 (no more than 6 months before applications close).

But you won't have to:

e Be working for a Registered Master Builder or be doing a BCITO

apprenticeship - the competition is inclusive and open to all

carpentry apprentices.

THE PROCESS - REGIONALS

Complete the attached entry form and send it to your regional rep who

will contact you to set up a time to meet the judges.

The interview

After a read through of your application and a chat with your boss,
every applicant will be interviewed by a regional judging panel.
The panel is made up of people from Registered Master Builders,
Carters and the BCITO.

They will assess your:

e Personal qualities - your attitude, communication skills, teamwork,
appearance and presentation, your contribution to your workplace

and reliability

Industry knowledge - building materials, codes of practice, and

acts and regulations

References - recommendations from your boss and/or your

training provider

Portfolio - a record of the completed project that best shows

off your skills.

From the interview process, 10 regional finalists are selected and will

go on, with the hope of becoming New Zealand’s next top apprentice.

The judges will then visit the 10 finalists on-site.
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The site visit

You will have the opportunity to impress the judges as they take a

look at your:

e Skills on the tools - the presentation and quality of your work

¢ Industry knowledge - framing, cladding, plan reading

e Attitude to safe workplace practice - site management,

housekeeping and personal protection plan
e Tools - how well you maintain and look after them

e Attitude to your work - how you deal with your team,

your boss, clients and suppliers.

The judges will also have a chat with your boss or supervisor

to get their views on your work.

Finalists, and your family and workmates will be invited to attend an

awards function to announce the regional winner and placegetters.

At the national competition, regional winners will take part in

a practical, hands-on challenge as well as an interview with the

national judging panel. National judging will be across two days in

Wellington.
